The location of IWS activities for this year will be at Westland Middle
School in Bethesda, MD, the same location as last year. Registration and first day of
classes for the 2010-2011 IWS school year will be held on Sunday, September 12
beginning at 10:30 AM to 1:30 PM in the Westland MS.

Parents will be expected to submit registration forms and make the appropriate
payment for their child(ren) on this date. Please be prepared to make payment either
in cash or by personal check for the full school year or in two installments.
Alternatively, payment can be made via PayPal (on the IWS website,
www.islamicweekendschool.org). Financial assistance will be considered where
necessary.

The registration fees for the coming school year include the costs for the
purchase of textbooks and workbooks (where necessary) for each registered student for
the entire school year. Fees are listed on the attached Registration Form along with a
suggested donation in order to help us maintain our IRS tax-exempt status. Please
remember that all donations to IWS are tax-deductible. Additionally, a membership fee
of $10 per family is still effective, as required by the IWS bylaws.
